I am writing regarding the potential parole of Theodore Bacino.

On March 15, 1974, then as an FBI agent in Rockford, Illinois, I was dispatched to a
bank robbery where the Bank President had been taken hostage. As I was responding I
was diverted by radio to a barber shop on North 2™ Street in Loves Park, Illinois where a
gun battle was taking place between the bank robber and Winnebago County Sheriff
Police.

When I arrived, Bacino lay wounded and Winnebago Count Sheriff Deputy Detective
Mike Mayborne lay mortally wounded. The autopsy showed that Mike held up his hand
to shield himself as Bacino pumped rounds into him. I will never forget the heinousness
of that crime. This man has no right to ever see freedom again.

I implore you to deny his request for freedom the remainder of his natural life.
